Scott made a motion to approve the March 12, 2019 meeting minutesand it was seconded byRichard.
Motion carried, and minutes were approved.

Kim reported that two short meetings have been held since the March 12 meeting and documentation of
those meetings is as follows:
- Monday, April 1, 20197 We had a benevolentrequest from the Lena Ministerial Group. Kim called
Finance members (Steve Rothschadl, Randy Kryder, Scott Stich, Richard Holmes, Jeff and Judy
Baer, Judy Buchenau) as funds were needed before the next meeting. Those listed here as well as
Larry and Kim N elson approved a request of $400 to pay a housing rent bill for a family needing
assistance; and the check was made out to the owner of the rental property.

- Sunday, April 21, 20197 Request from trustees to purchase bus. Attendees: Richard Holmes, Jeff
and Judy Baer, Randy Kryder, Judy Buchenau, Cathy Rich, Scott Stich, Larry and Kim Nelson.
Trustee chairman, Richard Holmes, gave an update on what we are wanting to purchase. The old
bus is in very bad condition and no longer suitable to be driven. The committee was able to locate a
bus through Bocker Auto Group. It is very similar to the bus we now have. Richard provided the
meeting attendees with the all the details of the bus; and that the total cost would be $19,300. We
would still need to do painting of lettering for around $400 -$500. Finance committee chairperson,
Kim Nelson, reported that funds have been accumulating in the designated new bus account for
several years from donations, fund raisers and memorials; and that there would be enough funds in
these accounts to purchase this bus without raising any more funds. Larry Nelson moved we pay the
$19,300 for the bus. It was seconded by Richard Holmes. Motion carried.

April Balance Sheeti End of April general fund b alance is $11,383.49 which is lower from ending balance
December 2018 of $18,203.64 because of a shortfall in income through April 2019. Income to expenses
through April were short -$9,307.12. Designated ind balance at endof April is $17,276.06 with balances
lower from purchase of bus. The church maintenance designated account is still short about $900 even after
closing out the emergency savings account of $1585 and the money from the Easter collection. Expenses for
fixing the furnaces in education wing were higher than anticip ated. Richard stated that we still need to
replace the chimney liner before the next heating season which may be $2500 or more. Trustees will discuss
what is needed at their meeting next week so financing can be planned.

P&L Reviews- March Profit &Loss: Net loss in March is -$1,522. April Profit & Loss: Net loss in April was -
$1,839. January through April P&L: Netloss-$9,307.12. Total income was $39,314which is below
budget by $9,136. Total expenses were $ $48,621.53 which is below budgeby $3,745. Expenses have been
held quite well through April, but income is much lower than expected. Discussion followed on income
revenue. Finance committee will closely monitor the next month to see if there are trend changes and decide
by next meeting on how we will handle future shortfalls.

Kim also gave a brief comparison review of income from contributions for 2016 1 2018 to provide a trend
analysis of funds and changes that may affect general and designated funds in the future.

The meeting adjourned at 7:20 pm. Next meeting: July 9, 2019 @ 6:30 pm.
